CONFERENCE CONTENT
Southeastern Bat Diversity Network (Thursday afternoon, Feb. 18))
· On Thursday afternoon, SBDN will host a symposium on the ecology of northern long-eared, little brown and eastern small-footed bats.  These Myotis species are all cave-associated and impacted by White Nose Syndrome.  The focus of this symposium will be their ecology in the Southeast and will include presentations on the summer and winter ecology of these bats.  Because some of the data on these species are not published in accessible literature, we have solicited information from regional experts.  The symposium will provide details about the ecology of these species that will facilitate a group discussion, at the end of the symposium, on conservation and recovery needs for each species.
· The SBDN business meeting will also take place on Thursday afternoon and will include updates from the Board of Directors, results of elections for Board members and other topics relevant to members.  

Colloquium on the Conservation of Mammals in the Southeastern US (Friday, Feb. 19th) 
· On Friday, beginning at 8:00 a.m. and continuing until 5:30 p.m. biologists will make presentations related to the conservation of mammals in the southeastern states.
· The Mammal Colloquium is generally an opportunity for students to present their work, however, all submissions are accepted if time allows.
